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. The Chinese Learning Program is a credited program that applies only
to current international students, Oversea Chinese students and
exchange students at National Changhua University of Education.

. The Chinese Training Courses are accredited by NCUE; however, the
department may decide whether these credits are allowed to take as
graduation credits in the academic program.

. International students and Oversea Chinese students at undergraduate
level whose native language or second language is not Chinese should
take ompetence-appropriate Chinese learning courses under the
evaluation of the NCUE language Center. The Chinese course
mandated by the General Education Center may be waived by such
COUrSES.
